Questions
remain as
Princeton
prepares
for opener

Three questions need to be answered 
on the offensive side of the ball for the Ti-
gers to make a run at the Ivy League title: 
Who will replace the 1000 yard tandem of 
Jon Veach ʼ05 and Branden Benson ʼ05? 
Who will start at quaterback for the veteran 
Matt Verbit ʼ05? Can the wide receiver 
position rebound from an injury-plagued 
year?

As the Tigers kick off the ʼ05 season, we at the Princeton 
Football Association want to wish the student athletes, 
coaches, and the rest of the staff the best of luck and much 
success this season.  We have complete confidence that their 
hard work during the off-season and pre-season will carry 
over onto the field as we anticipate a very successful season 
for the Tigers.

I want to let all Princeton Football supporters know that 
by every measure the PFA had a successful campaign in 
ʼ04-ʼ05.  Just recently we had a career night allowing the 
student athletes the opportunity to interact with former play-
ers and hear advice on entering the working world once out 
of school.  We were able to provide summer employment 

to enable many of the athletes to stay and train on campus during 
the summer (with the universityʼs cooperation). Attendance and 
sponsorship participation at this yearʼs PFA Golf Classic was by 
far the best yet.

Our communication with the university administration, from 
Athletics to Development, to Admissions, to the President and 
Trustees continued to improve.  Our membership has again 
broadened and contributions were up substantially. For all of this 
we send thanks to everyone involved.

However, the past yearʼs success will only be meaningful if we 
continue the momentum into this season.  We have begun a new 
fiscal year and need your continued involvement and financial

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The offensive line certainly is not a 
question mark. For the first time since we 
have been here we return five veterans. 
Anchored by Ben Brielmaier ʼ06 and Dave 
Szelingowski ʼ06, the tackle position will 
be one of the best in the league. The return 
from injury of all-Ivy guard Paul Lyons ̓ 06, 
the much improved play of Kyle Vellutato 
ʼ07 and the presence  of returning starter 
Andy Aurich ̓ 06 will solidify the middle of 
the line. A possible career-ending injury to 
probable all-Ivy candidate Andrew Wilson 
ʼ06 really complicates the overall depth, 
however.  

Matt Murphy ̓ 08, Adam Flynn ̓ 08 and  
Robert Bruesewitz ʼ08 will need to mature 
quickly. In addition, two-year starter Jon 
Dekker ʼ06 is looking to have a breakout 
year at tight end. Brendon Swisher ʼ08 
brings experience to the two tight-end 
formations. Brock Bell ʼ06 who contrib-
uted on special teams last year will provide 
quality depth at tight end.

Last year the wide receiver position 
was decimated by injuries. At one point our 
top four players were all watching the game 
from the sidelines. The development of our 
offense will be closely linked to the overall 
improvement of this group.  

One of the players you will not need 
a program to identify is the diminutive 
Greg Fields ʼ06. Fields is probably one 
of the most versatile players in the league. 
From returning punts and kickoffs to run-
ning screens and reverses, he brings a level 
excitement that you wonʼt want to miss. To 
augment Fields, we look for Brian Brigham 
ʼ07 to finally overcome the numerous in-
juries that have plagued him and become 
a playmaker.  Sure-handed Monte McNair 
ʼ06 will be counted on to make some of the 
big plays that he made last year prior to 
his season-ending injury. Add speedsters 
Derek Davis ʼ06 and Brian Shields ʼ07 
to the mix and you have the potential for 
a strong group.  Brandon Rogers ʼ06 and 
Justin Warren ʼ06 will also compete for 
playing time and will look to figure into 
special teams situations.

How do you replace a quarterback that 
started for two years?  Possibly by commit-
tee.  After spring practice two sophomores 
emerged from the pack.  Greg Mroz ̓ 08 and 
Bill Foran ʼ08 both demonstrated that they 
could be the leader at this critical position. 
Mroz, whose brother will be the starting 

quarterback at Yale (and is their captain), 
is a talented athlete with a strong arm.  
Foran will make more plays with his feet. 
It will be interesting to see how this posi-
tion unfolds.  Donʼt count out juniors Jeff 
Terrell ʼ07 and Chris Lee ʼ07.They both 
have good arms, but need to develop more 
consistency.

There was never a question mark for 
the past three years at tailback. We had 
been very consistent with veteran players.  
This was not the case coming out of spring 
practice. We are looking for a difference 
maker and it might be a freshman. Clio 
Kirkland ʼ07, Derek Brooks ʼ08, Jon Car-
roll ʼ08 and Ray Simnick ʼ08 represent the 
upperclassmen. The frosh who will be bat-
tling for the position are R.C. Lagomarsino 
ʼ09, Peter Ploszek ʼ09 and David Thorpe 
ʼ09. Stay tuned for the results. I am sure 
that it will be interesting.

We made some big strides at fullback 
in the spring. Rob Toresco ʼ08 asserted 
himself and might also play some tailback. 
We are very concerned about depth at this 
position as Jake Staser ʼ08, a big and pun-
ishing player, might have to miss the season 
due to a shoulder injury.  We hope that Joe 
Kovba ʼ07 and Evan OʼReilly ʼ08 can de-
velop into capable performers.

With the return of All Ivy performers 
Derek Javarone ʼ06 and Colin McDonough 
ʼ07 the special teams should be in capable 
hands. Javarone ranked first in the Ivies 
and ninth nationally in field goals per 
game (1.3).  McDonough  averaged 37.3 
yards per game and had 20 kicks inside the 
20.  Look for David Korn ʼ08 to be a solid 
backup in the kicking department.  
Defensive Outlook

The 2005 Tiger defense returns six 
starters from a year ago, led by All Ivy 
players Jay McCareins ʼ06 and Justin Stull 
ʼ06.  

McCareins, a first team all-league 
player, will highlight a secondary that re-
turns three starters from the 2004 season.  
Corner J.J. Artis ʼ07 and safety Tim Strick-
land ʼ07 are the other two returnees. All 
three of these players are beginning their 
third year as starters for the Tiger. 

Dave Ochotorena ʼ06, our Nickel back 
in 2004, is one of a number of players who 
is challenging for playing time at the other 
safety position. Injuries in the spring to 

McCareins, Artis, and Strickland allowed 
Charles Bahlert ʼ06, Blake Williams ʼ08, 
Chris Gueits ʼ07 and Rob Anderson ʼ06 
to get additional repetitions, putting all of 
these young men in position to battle the 
veteran starters for a share of playing time. 
Rising sophomores Joe Ceretta ʼ08 and 
Kevin Kelleher ʼ08 both played well in the 
spring, and will be looked to provide depth 
in the secondary.  

Stull, a two-time captain and All Ivy 
performer, returns for his third season as 
a starting inside linebacker. Stullʼs speed, 
strength, and athletic ability make him the 
premier returning defensive player in the 
league. The other inside linebacker position 
will be shared by Rob Holuba ʼ06 and Tim 
Boardman ʻ08, two players that have seen 
part-time duty in the past. Holuba backed 
up All Ivy linebacker Zak Keasey ʼ05 in 
2004, and was one of our top special-team 
players. Boardman was in the defensive 
line rotation last season, but because of his 
quickness and instinct, was moved to line-
backer during the winter workouts. 

The outside linebackers will be Abi 
Fadeyi ʼ06 and Nate Starrett ʼ06.  Fadeyi, a 
two-year starter, provides the Tiger defense 
with the quickness and strength off the 
edge that every defense needs. Starrett, a 
former defensive back, adds another athlete 
with quickness to the starting eleven. Luke 
Steckel ʼ07 and Brig Walker ʼ07ʼs solid 
spring practice demonstrated that they will 
challenge for playing time and be very 
capable backups at  the outside linebacker 
positions.  

Doori Song ʼ08, Misha Cvetkovic ʼ08 
and Jon Stem ̓ 08 are fine young linebackers 
that will provide depth inside and outside, 
as well as making valuable contributions as 
special-team players. 

The defensive line returns one starter 
in James Williams ʼ06, and two other play-
ers, Mike Meehan ʼ07 and Jake Marshall 
ʼ07, that were part of a seven-man rotation 
last season.  Meehan, 6-2, 250 pounds, and 
Marshall, 6-3, 255 pounds, provide the size 
and strength necessary to be successful up 
front. Williams is an opportunistic perform-
er as demonstrated by his two touchdowns 
last season, the most of any player on the 
defensive side of the ball.  
Pat McGrath ʼ08, Brett Barrie ʼ07, Paul 
Daou ʻ06 (converted offensive lineman), 
and Joe Schoppy ʼ08 will all battle during 
the preseason to become a part of the defen-
sive line rotation during the season.
