WHERE TO VOTE

You must vote at the polling station that corresponds to the district in which you now live. If you have

not changed your voter registration address and have since moved, you must go to the polling place that
corresponds with your new address where you will vote by provisional (paper) ballot. All students should bring
their PUID for identification.

Polls are open from 6 a.m. to 8 p.m., Tuesday, November 4. The following is the precise breakdown of polling
places for Princeton University undergraduate and graduate students:

| BOROUGH DISTRICT #1 |

Residents of most front-campus dormitories (see map); Whitman College—Fisher Hall, North Hall, Murley-
Pivirotto Family Tower, Hargadon Hall, Laurtizen Hall, South Baker Hall (rooms 102, 202, 203, 205, 314D and
314E, 303, 305, 402, 403, 405), and 1981 Hall (rooms 101, 103); and residents of Edwards Place; Dickinson
Street; and University Place vote at:

Trinity Church Parish House, 33 Mercer Street—from campus take a left on Nassau Street, continue past
University Place. Mercer Street is to the left of the monument at the beginning of the next street.

| BOROUGH DISTRICT #2 |

Residents of all Prospect Avenue eating clubs vote at:

Princeton Engine Company #1 Firehouse—the Firehouse is on Chestnut Street, across Nassau Street from Olden
Street (where E-Quad is located).

| BOROUGH DISTRICT #7 |

Residents of the Graduate College and Forbes College (rooms 101-116, 151-172, 201-219, 240-242,
251-272, 301-313, 330-332, 401-403, 413-415) vote at:

Suzanne Patterson Center—behind Princeton Borough Hall and Police Station, at the intersection of Nassau Street
(Rt. 27) and Bayard Lane (Rt. 206). From campus take a left on Nassau Street and continue on that street past
University Place for one block.
