So, for those of you who were unable to attend, this evening's meeting was dominated by a discussion of a program the University is planning in conjunction with the Class of '04 and a group called HAI (Hospital Audiences, Inc. - they're based in New York City).  This program will be part of Princeton's official response to the September 11th attacks, and will involve Princeton students going into New York and attending cultural events with middle and high school students who attend schools that were particularly affected by the attacks.  PAC is helping this program to get started, by coordinating an application process for students interested in playing organizational roles in this project.  Please read below for details, I'll be as concise as possible!  Most importantly, however, I'll be sending out an e-mail later on this evening which we all agreed to forward to our respective memberships.  This e-mail will provide a description of the project, the positions available, and the application procedure.  So, when you get that e-mail tonight, please send it out right away!  The deadline for applications is this Friday at noon!

2. Bob Durkee's presentation - Arts Alive

Vice President of Public Affairs, Bob Durkee, was in attendance at the meeting, accompanied by Karen Woodbridge (Associate Director for Commercial and State Affairs), Michael Spencer (founder and Executive Director of Hospital Audiences, Inc.), and several other representatives from HAI, the University, and the Class of '04.  

Mr. Durkee gave us a brief overview of the program he's working on, tentatively titled ARTS ALIVE.  This program is part of a larger Princeton program in development as a response to the September 11 attacks.  This particular portion is designed to support both the New York children who have been affected by the attacks and the various cultural organizations who have been suffering financially since September by providing funding for students from city schools to go see theater, dance, music, etc. in the city.  The idea is that Princeton students would attend these events as well, acting as teachers/counselors/chaperones and helping the children to understand and appreciate the experience by leading both pre- and post-performance discussions and/or workshops.  HAI specializes in organizing programs of this nature and has decided to take on a role in coordinating this Princeton-funded program, which will take place mainly in February, March, and April 2002.  

Various members of PAC expressed their support of the idea, and we decided to open up the various leadership opportunities available in the program to our groups' membership, since the time committment will be large, and might be more appropriate for some of our less over-committed members. A subcommittee consisting of Hana, Nelle, and Amanda was formed, however, to spearhead the application process for these leadership positions.  

3. We decided that, in light of a request Cliff received from Paul Breitman, we should attempt at our January 8th meeting to schedule all the PAC meetings for spring semester.  So, bring your schedules to that meeting. 

4. All other business (aside from a brief discussion of the lack of dessert at the meeting!) was postponed until January.
