¶ bread, rice, pasta 

¶ coffee grounds, tea bags (without the staple) 

¶ cornhusks, garden clippings

DO NOT COMPOST: 

¶ pet droppings, pine needles, sticks, or weeds, 

¶ plastic or metal, corncobs, grocery stickers 

¶ meat scraps or bones, fish or seafood 

¶ dairy products or eggshells 

¶ greasy foods and shortenings
