4. Budget**
The application deadline is:

Spring/Summer – May 5th 
In the case that the number of applicants exceeds available funds, the LGSA board will give priority to members who have attended LGSA general body meetings. Priority will also be given to members who have attended a limited number of professional conferences during the 2006-2007 academic year.
