LGSA Professional Development Fund

Call for Proposals – Spring Semester, 2009

This call for proposals is addressed to all members of the Latino Graduate Student Association (LGSA).  For the 2008-2009 academic year, LGSA has set aside a small fund for the specific purpose of supporting the professional development of its members.  While we have not limited those projects that constitute “professional development,” some might include funding travel costs associated with the presentation of a paper at a conference and support for remote archive work.  The spirit of the fund is in preparing graduate students in our organization for a competitive job market in whatever field they might be entering.  

We are soliciting proposals for the fund to be submitted to iortiz@princeton.edu by no later that March 1, 2009.  The proposals should be no longer than two (2) pages (Word document) and should outline the intended project in as much detail as possible.  We also ask that those who submit proposals present a rough breakdown of itemized expenses in their proposals such as flight costs (or other travel), housing, and any other fees associated with libraries, archives, or conferences. While we realize that these costs might not be readily available as exact figures at the time you submit the proposal, we ask that you estimate these costs to the best of your ability. Please include information such as links to archive websites, a conference’s call for papers “CFP,” or any other item you believe might be useful to us in our review of the proposal.

Please be aware that this is a modest and limited fund and that we will not be in a position to support a project whose costs exceed $1000.  Because of this, we encourage members to try to exhaust other funding possibilities, such as the Dean’s Fund for Scholarly Travel (http://gradschool.princeton.edu/financial/travel/deansfund/) and other sources before applying to the Professional Development Fund. Upon receipt of the proposals the LGSA Board will review them within approximately a week’s time and inform members of the decision.  If for any reason the issue of time-sensitivity is a concern related to your specific project, please note that in the proposal.
