I am writing this on my own initiative t©
the Jength of time it has taken my hushand to finish
ment to the American Philosophical Society which has troub

very much.

Since he wrote you recently it was discovered in a routine
physical check-up by a new doctor, our doctor having moved away,
that there was hardening of the arteries and that there is an
abdominal aoritc aneurism -- that,plus a facial "little stroke",
put him in the hospital for 5 days of intensive tests. (The little
stroke" symptoms have disappeared.) Then there was consultation
with a cardio-vascular specialist in New York. It has been
decided that because of my husband's age (76+) and the fact that
he is now without symptoms, no operation should now be performed.
He is back home now working steadily on his American Philosophical
lectures.

However he is, on the advice of the doctors - "finish your re-
search and book at a nice gquiet pace" - working very slowly. Nat-
urally this pushed the July deadline which he promised himself,
alas, further into the future.

I want you to know all this so you will understand the slowness
of his results which has caused him much grief. It was not the
result of negligence or lack of will. I hope you will understand
and not give up hope as long as his health holds out,

Dear Dr. Viner:

The Council and membership of the Society at our April meeting reaffirmed the policy of
the Society to welcome gifts of money and property for the Society's purposes, and to
write to both members and others who have been friends in the past and might become bene-
factors in the future, concerning this policy and requesting their support.

One of the reasons for taking this action at the present time, as you know if you attended
the executive session of the Society, is the desirability of clarifying the status of the
Society as being public in nature under the new federal tax laws.

This brief letter to you is accompanied by a leaflet announcing a group to be called
The Friends of the Library of the American Philosophical Society. A similar letter with
a brochure describing the Society and its work will go to those who, though not members,

may be interested in our work and wish it well.

Your contribution will be of particular value to the Society at this time by helping make
it possible to continue to perform the tasks imposed upon us by Benjamin Franklin and his
associates when they founded the Society '"for promoting useful knowledge" in 1743. Per-
haps it may not be inappropriate here to remind members that the Society assesses no annual
dues upon them.

Many of those who contribute -- members and non-members alike -- will no doubt feel a par-
ticular interest in the Society's library; and therefore all members making a contribution
to the Society will be enrolled as Friends of the Library.

We are particularly anxious to receive books and manuscripts of historical and scientific
value so that the Library may become increasingly useful to scholars and the public. All
gifts, whether in cash or otherwise, are deductible from income in accordance with federal
law.
