Hours/Typical Shifts:

We have two types of positions: regular weekly staff positions and alternates who fill in shifts. Alternates will not have a regular shift, but will have first dibs on claiming dropped shifts by regulars. This year’s hours will be as follows: 8:00 – 10:00 pm Monday, 4:30 – 6:30 pm Tues – Fri, and 10:00 pm – 1:00 am Thursday night (Alcohol Initiative events). Two staff will cover each two-hour shift. The Alcohol Initiative events will have six staff. 
In addition, some wall staff will teach Rocks I and Rocks II - courses introducing climbers to the climbing wall, elementary climbing techniques, and building top rope anchors. All wall staff are expected to participate in some additional events each semester besides their regular shift which can include Alcohol Initiative events, group events at the Wall, or outdoor trips.

Responsibilities/Pay:

Regular shifts and extra events: Wall staff must show up 15 min early to set up the wall (turn on lights, take down ropes, start up the computer, and clean the area), sign in climbers, explain wall operations to new climbers, offer belay classes and belay tests, ensure safety of climbers, and finally stay late to close the wall (tidy up the area, tie up ropes, shut down the computer, etc). Requirements: Previous experience climbing at a wall, organizational skills, teaching skills, CPR. Pay Rate: Student C Rate ~$10.90 per hour

Instructor of Rocks I, Rocks II, or Intro to Climbing Clinics: In addition to the requirements above, climbing skills appropriate to class or clinic, strong teaching skills. Pay Rate: Student F Rate ~$12.30 per hour
