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Objective: Using a combination of lecture, discussion, and demonstration, students will learn basic concepts, methods, and approaches for teaching English as a foreign language. Students will learn theoretical principles and get practical advice for teaching English skills overseas. Students are required to complete regular reading assignments and e-mail responses, observe at one ESL class, teach one segment of an ESL lesson, and submit one lesson plan.
