The prize was established in 1998 by Herbert L. Lucas, class of 1950.  Prize is awarded annually to two graduating seniors based on the excellence of a body of artwork in any media.  This award will be given solely for excellence, based upon the evolving quality of the body of work, and not based on need.  It will be awarded near the end of the spring semester, and is exclusively for Art and Archaeology Program 2 (Art History and the Visual Arts) Majors and Visual Arts Certificate students.
