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Statement

The Group of 77 firmy holds the view that activities in
the field of renote sensing should be carried out in full respect
for the sovereign rights of statess The Goup of 77 believes
that sensed states should have tinmely and unhi ndered access
on a priority basis atnom nal cost, to all data and information
obtained over their territories. Dissemination of such data
andinformation derived fromit to a third party should not
be done without the prior consent of the sensed country. The
Goup of 77 urges UN SPACE 82 to reconmmend, through the Ceneral
Assenbly, to the Committee on the Peaceful Uses of OQuter SPace
and its Legal Sub-Commttee to finalize the work on the el aboration
of draft principles concerning renpote sensing of the earth from
space as a matter of high priority.

The Goup of 77 firmy holds the ‘view that activities in
the field of international direct television broadcasting through
satellites should only be conducted in full respect for the
sovereignty of states. In this regard the recognition by the
international conmunity of principles enbodying a) broadcasting
state’s responsibility, b) prior consultation and agreenment between
broadcasting and receiving states and c) the radio regul ations
of the ITU, inter-alia, are of utnobst inportance. The G oup of 77
wel comes the text of 16 nations’ draft elaborating principles
governing the use by states of artificial earth satellites for
international direct television broadcasting. The G oup of 77
regrets that this draft has not yet net with consensus and that
even after ten years of efforts by COPUOS to finalize it have
not been successful. The Goup of 77 urges UN SPACE 82 to reconmend
that the General Assenbly at its 37th Session approve a set of
principles governing the use by states of artificial earth satellites
for international direct television broadcasting in accordance
with the 16 nations’ draft, as aforenentioned.

The Goup of 77 firmy holds the view that the existing
mechani sm of the United Nations body dealing with outer space
affairs should be strengthened. The Group of 77 urges that the
United Nations through its conpetent organs strongly support
progranmed and activities of the devel oping countries and of
regi onal, sub-regional and national interests relating to applica-
tions of space technol ogy through training, education, technol ogy
transfer and expert technical advice.
