SATURDAY, SEPTEMBER 8th CHECK-IN


Check-in will begin at 8:00 a.m. at Baker Rink.  We will remain open until 6:00 that evening, and we ask that you make every effort to arrive by this time.  If you must arrive after 6:00 p.m. the Department of Public Safety at 200 Elm Drive will admit you to your room for the night.  You should then check in on Sunday, September 10 after 11:00 a.m. in the MacMillan Building.  A campus map is enclosed for your convenience.  


At check-in you pick up your room key and informational packet.

YOUR ARRIVAL

By Air... 


If you will be flying into either Newark or John F. Kennedy International Airports, transportation to campus is available at a reasonable cost by using the  Princeton Airporter.  Call 1-800-385-4000 or visit http://www.goairporter.com for specific information, schedules, and to make reservations.  

By Car...
From Route 1:  Turn onto Washington Road.  Turn left at the first traffic light onto Faculty Road and turn right from the traffic circle onto Elm Drive (Princeton University's entrance).  Follow the signs and Public Safety officers for parking information.

From downtown Princeton:  From Nassau Street turn onto Washington Road.  Turn right at the fourth light onto Faculty Road.  Turn right from the traffic circle onto Elm Drive (Princeton University's entrance). Follow the signs and Public Safety officers for parking information. After you check in and return to your car, Public Safety officers will direct you to your dormitory for unloading and moving in.

YOUR HOUSING ASSIGNMENT


Your assignment to a particular college and room was part of a two-fold process.  Initially, the class was divided by computer into six sections; each designed to reflect the demographic profile of the class as a whole.  Each section was then randomly assigned to one of the six colleges.  After these assignments were made, staff members from the Undergraduate Housing office and each of the residential colleges reviewed all of the housing forms for their areas and made individual room assignments.  Students should understand that due to the complexity of housing the large number of individuals in the freshman class, we cannot commit to honoring specific requests or matching students with similar interests.  Specific college and roommate requests were not considered when making residential college assignments.


Each college has student Resident Community Advisors (RCAs) who will assist you with your transition to Princeton.  Additionally, each college has a council which plans social, educational, and cultural activities for its residents.  The council consists of elected students who live in the college.

ACCOMMODATIONS


Your dormitory room will be your place to live for the academic year and should be a space where you feel comfortable.  Each room is equipped with the following:

· bed frame and mattress

· dresser

· desk

· chair

· waste and recycling baskets

Additionally, all bedroom windows have screens and shades.  Rails and ladders for bunk beds are available upon request by calling the Facilities Customer Service Center at 609-258-8000.  


Because of the diversity of rooms, the Housing Office is unable to provide advance information concerning window size or specific room dimensions.  It is best to wait until you arrive in the fall before obtaining items for which such information is necessary.  You will not be able to access your dormitory room before your arrival in the fall.


Students may not remove University furniture from their rooms. Under no circumstances should any furniture be left in dormitory hallways, stairwells, bathrooms, or basement areas.  Any furniture left in these areas will be considered abandoned and removed.  Students will be billed for the replacement cost of any furniture that is abandoned and missing from their rooms, as well as for the staffing to return these items to student rooms.

Any student wishing to have a loft in his/her room should be sure that the loft is able to incorporate all parts of the bed frame and mattress.  Lofts can be purchased from the Dorm Furnishings student agency.

Since use of space within a suite is to be decided by consensus, any students arriving early for Outdoor Action,  Community Action, athletics, etc., may not claim a given area of space until all assigned students have arrived.  It is important that all roommates' input is taken into account in division of space in the rooms.

DON'T LEAVE HOME WITHOUT IT


We suggest that in your packing you include:

· linens , blankets and pillows

· fan (air conditioners are not permitted)

· desk lamp

· hangers

· alarm clocks

NOTE:  If you intend to bring linens, you will find that most of our mattresses will require extra-long twin sheets with the exception of Whitman College dormitories which require standard twin sheets. These types of sheets are widely available where linens are sold.  Also, if you choose to bring a small refrigerator for your room, it must be an under counter size, not to exceed 5.2 cubic feet for your room.

No need to buy carpeting, lamps, entertainment equipment or load your car with dorm room comforts.  Princeton Student Agencies (PSA) can supply just about everything you need.  These student run businesses have most common dorm room needs and many more services to help with your smooth transition to Princeton college life. FOOD FOR THOUGHT


College members take their meals in the dining halls located within each residential college.  A Kosher dining option is also available for the same price as the regular meal plans.  The meals-per week plans consist of the week running Monday through Sunday.  A “point” is equal to one dollar and is kept as a declining balance on the student’s account.  Points can be used at any time during the academic year at various locations on campus.  Unused points and meals are not refundable.   All 20 and 14 meal plans include 4 guest meals per year.

FIRE SAFETY & INSPECTIONS


The University has established policies regarding the use of electrical heat producing appliances, which are explicitly defined in the Residential Living Policies and Dining Services Guide. You are required to read the guide and adhere to the guidelines it contains.  You will be held accountable for policies such as those that follow.


In compliance with New Jersey State codes and for reasons of fire safety, the University prohibits the use of heat producing appliances anywhere in the dormitories.  The ONLY exceptions are irons (self-regulating models are strongly recommended), clothes steamers, hair curlers, hair dryers and electric blankets. Please do not bring to campus any coffee maker, kettle or popcorn popper not specifically mentioned on this web site.  No other models are acceptable, no matter how safe they may seem, or how similar they may be to the authorized models.


ALL OTHER electrical devices that produce heat are prohibited.  These include but are not limited to: hot pots, toasters and toaster ovens, hot plates, heating elements, etc.  Large refrigerators (over 5.2 ft.3), and microwave ovens are also prohibited.  Fire safety inspections are conducted regularly.  During these inspections, fines for each appliance are assessed against the occupants of the room, and appliances are confiscated.  


It is also important to note that the University has installed insta-hot attachments to many bathroom and kitchen sinks, which allow students to get near boiling water immediately from the tap.  To find the insta-hot location nearest you, please consult the Residential Living Policies and Dining Services Guide online.

Halogen Lamps


Halogen lamps are not permitted in university dormitories.  Any of these lamps found in dormitories will be confiscated and fines will be imposed.  

Candles/Incense/Flammable Liquids/Fireworks


The University candle and incense ban is a total ban in all undergraduate housing.  Candles do not have to show signs of use and/or be out of manufacturer’s wrapping.  All candles will be confiscated and immediately disposed of.  A $50 fine will be issued on first offense along with possible disciplinary action by the Dean’s office for unlit candles. A $100 fine will be issued on first offense along with disciplinary action by the Dean’s office for lit candles. If damage is incurred to a room due to candles, the student will be held liable for charges to restore the room to its original condition. On subsequent offenses, the fine is increased and further disciplinary action may result.

Flammable liquids (charcoal starter, kerosene, gasoline, turpentine, propane, etc.) or similar products (charcoal briquettes containing starter fluid) found in student  rooms will be confiscated and immediately disposed of.  A $50 fine will be issued on first offense along with possible disciplinary action by the Dean’s office. On subsequent offenses, the fine is increased and disciplinary action may result.


Fireworks are illegal in New Jersey. Any fireworks found in student rooms will be confiscated and immediately disposed of.  A $50 fine will be issued on first offense along with disciplinary action by the Dean’s office . On subsequent offenses, the fine is increased and disciplinary action may result

Pets


Only fish in tanks not exceeding 10 gallons may be kept in dormitory rooms.  No other pets or animals are permitted in dormitories.  Fines will be imposed for all violations.

Refrigerators and Freezers


Students are permitted either one refrigerator or one freezer per occupant.  No single occupant may have both appliances.  Refrigerators and freezers must not exceed 5.2 ft3.

CARS & BICYCLES


Freshmen are not permitted to have a vehicle on campus at any time during the academic year.  Questions regarding parking may be referred to the TigerCard Office at 609-258-5436.  If you are expecting visitors, you must make parking arrangements through the TigerCard Office. Office hours: M-F, 8:30 – 4:30 After hours and weekends, contact the Department of Public Safety (DPS) for any parking concerns 609-258-1000. KEEP IN TOUCH

Telephones


Princeton University uses a private telephone system to provide telephone service in all undergraduate and graduate dormitories. All campus dorm rooms are supplied with local telephone service and caller ID service at no charge. 

To take advantage of the free caller ID service, you or your roommate will need to supply a touch-tone phone with a caller ID feature or caller ID box. If you decide to bring a cordless telephone set to campus, please bring a 5ghz set. The old standard, 2.5ghz set, will impact the wireless data system available in every dormitory.  Students can purchase a caller Id telephone at the Telecommunications Office, located at the Frist Solutions Center, Room 111.

Incoming Students will now be able to sign up online for long-distance service beginning September 2, 2005 by logging onto: www.princeton.edu/telecom/students  Once you have agreed to the terms and conditions described, you will then receive a Personal Authentication Code (PAC). This 7-digit code allows a student to make long distance calls from all dormitory phones and courtesy phones on campus (see website for listing of locations). The current University domestic long distance calling rate is 7 cents per minute. Students will be billed individually on a monthly basis for calls placed using a PAC number. There are no monthly fees for having a PAC code. 

Beginning September 2005, Princeton University will be offering an optional calling plan named Tiger Long Distance which includes:

· 400 anytime minutes (domestic long distance), plus

· Cell Phone Connect (this service allows you to receive notification of voicemail messages from the University telephone system on your cell phone). The value for this package is only $32.00 per month. It is being offered at $15.00 per month and will be billed to your telephone account monthly. Voice Mail


Voice Mail is a FREE service available to every student and is a very popular means of communication.  In addition, you may upgrade to Cell Phone Connect service for $4.00/ month.  Cell Phone Connect is included in the package noted above, Tiger Long Distance. Cell Phone Connect allows your cell phone to ring when you have a voicemail message on your Princeton University Voice Messaging System. 


Voice Mail is active when you reach campus. Your voice mailbox number is listed in the Princeton Online Directory at www.princeton.edu/Siteware/Search.shtml. 


The password to set up your personal voice mailbox is 1 plus your PAC number. You can retrieve voicemail setup instructions and your PAC from the Telecommunications website: www.princeton.edu/telecom.

During the academic year, packages sent by Parcel Post will arrive at the University package room located in Frist Campus Center.  Notification will be sent to students via e-mail. The University package room is open 10:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday, Thursday, Friday and until 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday and Wednesday.  


UPS packages and overnight carrier letters will be delivered directly to your room.  ZIP + 4 numbers and other information about mail service can be found at the Mail Services website: www.princeton.edu/mailservices.  
Shipping  


As you plan to move your belongings to campus in September, you may wish to ship your personal items via UPS.  Packages can be sent to your campus address and will be held until you arrive. If a package is being held for you by Mail Services, you will receive a notification of the package pickup procedure through e-mail.  Please plan to mail packages no sooner than one week prior to the start of classes.  Packages that arrive too early may be returned.  We would also suggest that you do not ship items such as furniture until you have had a chance to see your room.  


When you arrive it may take a few days before you are reunited with belongings that you shipped ahead.  Thus, be certain that you do not ship items that you anticipate needing in the first few days.  This is particularly important for students on Outdoor/Community Action, who will likely not be able to reach belongings shipped ahead until the official start of Orientation.


The UPS Store, a private mail service located at 66 Witherspoon St., will also accept packages and deliver them curb-side if you wish to mail items in advance. For more information, call (609) 924-0759 and ask for Rae or Ivan.

THE END OF THE YEAR


PLEASE PLAN AHEAD…All non-graduating students must return their keys and check out of their room by noon on Saturday, May 26, 2007.  If a final exam is scheduled for that morning, check-out must be completed no later than 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, May 26, 2007.  No exceptions will be granted to this deadline, so be sure to make your travel plans accordingly.  Specific questions about check-out procedures and dates should be directed to the Undergraduate Housing Office well in advance of the May checkout.
