Meal Plans for 2007 - 2008

The Unlimited Meal Plan allows unlimited access to all Residential Dining Halls during all meal periods.  Students may have multiple entries into a residential dining hall during a given meal period with the exception of special meals as denoted on the dining services on-line calendar.  One meal (swipe) is allowed at the Frist Food Gallery during each Late Show period and for Saturday breakfast.  In addition, 10 guest meals are available during each semester.  

Block Meal Plans are designed for students to use their meals flexibly throughout the semester or for those who choose to miss meals on a regular basis.  For example, Dining Services provides approximately 300 meal periods each semester.  The Block 235 and Block 190 are based on average meals consumed by first and second year students.   Block Meals reset at the beginning of the semester.  No credit is given for unused meals.

Recess: Special Agreements 
Special agreements are available for the following periods: fall recess, intersession, and spring recess. Special Agreements are available for purchase at the Housing Office in MacMillan Building during the week prior to the designated break. Recess Agreements include brunch and dinner during Fall Recess, Intersession and Spring Recess.  The cost of the agreement, $120, is charged to the student’s University account. These agreements may be canceled before the first meal is served. No refunds are issued once the agreement begins. 

Guest Meal Rates
Meal Plan Changes
Meal plans may be changed one time each semester.  During the Fall Semester, changes may be made during the third full week of classes and during the Spring Semester, changes may be made during the first week of classes by visiting the Housing Office in the MacMillan Building.  After the designated period, the meal plan may be decreased or terminated only by withdrawal from the University, or with the permission of the Office of the Dean of Undergraduate Students for compelling medical reasons.  Plans may be increased at any time. 


Identification Cards
The University TigerCard is for the exclusive use of the student to whom it is issued and is non-transferable. The student must present the TigerCard to be admitted to meals. If the card is lost: 

1. During regular business hours (8:30am - 4:30pm, Monday through Friday), report the lost card to the TigerCard Office (609-258-5436) located on the A Floor of New South.   After hours, please use the TigerCard OnLine Card Office to report the lost card. 

2. You must visit the Tiger Card Office to obtain a new card . A new card costs $15.00. 

3. You may obtain a temporary meal voucher from your dining hall manager. This voucher is valid for three days and must be presented at each meal. There is a non-refundable charge of $2.50 for each voucher. 

If your card is mutilated, you will need to go to the TigerCard Office for a replacement card.  You may also obtain a temporary meal voucher from your dining hall manager. This voucher is valid for three days and must be presented at each meal. There is a non-refundable charge of $2.50 for each voucher. If a new card is not obtained at the TigerCard Office after three days, a fee of $2.50 is charged to your account every time you enter the dining hall.
